Sidhhartha (1310360) — Senate discussed that Comprehensive examination is conducted
for evaluation of the fundamental knowledge of a student and attitude towards the
research. Senate decided not to consider the appeal of Mr. Sidhhartha.

Sunil Kumar Prajapati (1410318) - Senate decided to consider his appeal.

Shubham Rohalan (1410508) — Senate decided to consider his appeal.

Dharmendra Singh Yadav (1210261) — After deliberations the Senate decided to give him
a chance for one semester. Head and DPGC of the discipline and RPC of the student are
requested to advise the student in selection of new supervisor. If need be an external
supervisor may also be chosen.

The Senate also decided that in all above cases, in which a chance is given to the students, they
will not be assigned any teaching assignment and such students would not receive any
assistantship.

Senate/35/08 | Introduction of M.S. Program in Natural Science (Physics and

Mathematics)

Proposal for the introduction of M.S. program in two streams of Natural Science namely Physics
and Mathematics was presented by the Head, Natural Science. Senate in principle approved the
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proposal for start of the M.S. program. Exact name for the programs will be workout later based
on the curriculum. The Senate advised that the programs must be designed keeping the core
theme of the institute — IT as integral part of the programme with focus on Design and
Manufacturing in place of traditional university M.Sc. programme.

Members gave following suggestions:

1. Name of the programme may be Applied Physics/ Engineering Physics in place of
Physics as the institute is a technology institute, with manifesto of IT enabled design and
manufacturing.

2. The programmes must be designed looking the future employability of the students and

demand and response of the industry/academia.

More credits may be given to the projects.

More lab components should be added.

Number of credits should be as per the institute formula.

Number of courses in a semester should be reduced.

Contemporary Science such as smart materials should be included in the curriculum.

The programme may later lead to integrated Ph.D. programme.

In the electives list, Nano Electronics, Energy Harvesting, etc. may be added.

0. For the mathematics programme, some component of project may be added.

1.1t may be focused on the line of programmes such as Mathematics and Scientific
Computing as run in some [ITs.

12. Uncertainty Analysis, Fractional Algebra, Fractional PDE may be included in the

curriculum.
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The Senate also decided that learning objectives and pedagogy be included in the proposal.

Senate accepted the following proposal for provisional admission to Ph.D. programme:

“A candidate who have submitted his thesis can be allowed to provisionally register for the Ph.D.
programme on following conditions:
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1. She/ he must have submitted her/his thesis before the registration.

2. She/ he must successfully defend and must submit the degree completion certificate
before the last date of document submission as per academic calendar.

3. Assistantship for such candidates will be put on hold and not released till they complete
their master’s programme (i.e. she/ he submit the documents).”

Senate/35/10.3 Change in procedure for approval thesis defense board for Ph.D.

The Senate accepted the proposal for the modification in the approval of Ph.D. evaluation and
defense board. The respective clause be read as:

“The PhD thesis defence board will be proposed by thesis supervisor, and on the
recommendation of DPGC convener and Dean Academic, would be approved by Chairperson

Senate.”

The Senate also decided that for all doctoral thesis, Dean Academic would be the communicating
authority with the possible examiners, as it is a well know post world wide.
